Understanding the Task 

 America is on the eve of Destruction. A coordinated scheme for a globalist 

political/economic model has been unleashed on and from within this country.  Recent and 

ongoing examples include:  

¶ The ongoing financial bailout of Wall Street insiders at taxpayer expense,  

¶ The continuing conduct of unnecessary wars 

¶ The creation of a school system that is designed to prepare the youth for global 

citizenship 

The scheme has been readied to move into its final stages.   

 We are, already, feeling the effects of a reordering of America. The takedown can be 

seen from a thousand points of darkness.  

 Iôm going to assess the nature, methodology and consequences of this new order 

called ñSustainabilityò.  

 Before undertaking that analysis I am going to summarize an understanding of 

liberty.  

 Remember, Nikita Khrushchevôs promised threat that America would ñbe buried 

without firing a shotò?  How do we defend against such a threat?  

 The Art of War applies both to a traditional ñhot warò and to a more seductive ñcold 

warò, that is, a war conducted without firing a shot.   
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 The Art of War instructs us to know our enemy. Knowing yourself and knowing 

your enemy is the key to win a war. 

 Today few Americans understand the America commitment to Liberty. We are in 

trouble.  

 Fewer Americans understand the globalist movementôs blueprint for a massive 

social engineering agenda for the 21
st
 century known as ñAgenda 21ò and also known as 

ñSustainable Developmentò. 

The time is becoming short.  

Pursuant to Sustainable Development programs: 

¶ ñRegionalismò is rapidly advancing,  

¶ Collectivism is spreading faster than ever,  

¶ The economy, even the dollar, may be on the edge of destruction,  

¶ ñSocial justiceò is overwhelming the principals of equal justice,  

¶ Public-private partnership economics is squeezing out free enterprise and private 

property. 

¶ Our children are being prepared to live in a global collective with the environment 

ñas the central organizing principleò. 

 Our defense must be rooted in a meaningful understanding of Liberty 

Understanding Liberty 

Who decides the terms of your life; is it you, the individual, or is it the state?  If 

weôre to resolve that the answer is that the individual decides the terms of oneôs life, then 

society must come to understand that respecting the dignity of an individual requires that 

we respect the private property of another.   

These ideas are not new to human kind; theyôre as old as the Ten Commandments 

with the prohibitions against stealing and coveting the property of another.  

Today Americans know that something is wrong.

 The American system of liberty is not being maintained. To fully understand the 

issue we must learn to understand the nature of the problem and what caused it, 

 George Washington said: ñprivate property and freedom are inseparableò.  

However, most Americans have lost an understanding of private property.  Most people 

think that private property is a thing - land or a farm, or maybe a car, or a home. But that 

is not the essence of private property.  

 

 Private property is much more than a thing. It is the relationship between a person 

and something. It includes the possession, use, and right to depose of something.  

 Property is the liberty of a personôs action. The liberty of action to use oneôs 

property is a necessary corollary to having a life that is oneôs own.  

 Let me illustrate:  

   Oneôs hands are private property. My private property includes and perhaps begins 

with my hand.  I choose my handôs action.   
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 So private property begins with our very person, our bodies and minds are private 

property.   

 Private property includes oneôs thoughts. 

 A personôs expressions are private property.   

 Sometimes our private action results in the creation of a thing, other times our 

private action provides the opportunity to trade with others for what we want. 

 Private property is much more than something over which we hold title to. The 

rights to private property incorporate our liberties. As such they are essential to living a 

private life.   

 Without the restoration and protection of individual liberty Americans will wake up 

thinking, expressing and acting differently. One day you may wake up realizing that your 

hand, your childôs or grandchildôs hand is forced to act as directed by the state in order to 

sustain mere existence.  

 The terms of ordinary peopleôs life will become directed by ruling elite if liberty is 

not defended adequately and soon.  

The prerequisite for the restoration and advancement of Liberty require that the 

citizenry begin to reacquaint themselves with the ideas underlying the Declaration of 

Independence and the meaning of the Constitutionôs words and ideas.  Only then we can 

become confident of the continuation of a Republic that commits itself to doing what is 

necessary to secure the blessings of liberty to ourselves and to our posterity.  

The American culture is experiencing the consequence of a decline of individual 

responsibility and a rise in dependency.  The principles that guide an honest economy, 

genuine free trade, have been abandoned. Instead we live with increasing subsidies, 

barriers to entry, government regulation, government intervention, insider bailouts and 

globalist political- economic institutions diving into the lives of what could and should be a 

free citizenry.   
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The ethics of special interest politics vest power in the hands of big government 

democrats and big government republicans while our freedoms vanish. 

The consequence of this decline has been an alteration of the purpose of American 

social, political and economic institutions.  Such is the consequence and the goal of 

Sustainable Development policy.  

 

Defining Sustainable Development 

 

What is Sustainable Development?  The United Nations coined the term and has 

defined it this way; ñmeeting todayôs needs without compromising future generations to 

meet their own needs.ò  Well, think about that.   

Suppose our forefathers had withheld the use of the whale oil that had brought light 

to a few homes in America and that ushered an era of growing knowledge, and expanding 

opportunities. Suppose instead that they decided to save the whale oil for this current 

generation.  Well, we might still be living in the dark  as progress would have been stymied.

The concept behind Sustainable Development is not new. Woodrow Wilson was the 

first public figure to use the term Sustainable Development in a political ïeconomic 

context.  

The language used by the United Nations to define Sustainable Development was 

lifted  from the 1977 Soviet Constitution.  

Freedom Advocates defines Sustainable Development straight forwardly: 

¶ Sustainable Development is the process by which America is being 

reorganized around the central principle of state collectivism using the 

environment as bait.   

¶ This is being done to indoctrinate and prepare our children to live in a 

state run, globally managed collective.  

¶ The philosophical premise of the American experience and Sustainable 

Development are opposite. 

 

I will define terms and examine the operation of Sustainable Development to show 

that Sustainable Development is a program: 

¶ To transform the premise of American economics,   

¶ To subvert the system of equal justice and  

¶ To reinvent American government using a ñGlobal to Localò process of 

infiltrating every county in America.   

 

Sustainable Development is Reordering America 

 

¶ American schools largely ignore the foundational basis of freedom - the 

recognition of every individualôs unalienable rights.  

¶ Financial interests in America are being destroyed, lost in the increasingly 

inevitable collapse of Americaôs funny money system.  
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¶ Politicians think America is a democracy and that they direct our course. 

Uneasiness is rising in mainstream America. 

People know that something is wrong ï and that problems are getting worse. What do we 

do? 
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Agenda 21 / Sustainable Development is a blueprint that regionalizes our landscape 

and collectivizes the American economy and its people in order to implement world 

government through the principles of the U.N. Charter.  

 

Americans must take the next step in the war against reason and liberty. 

 

The initial step in understanding this scheme requires that we recognize that the 

goals of the globalist philosophy include an attack on unalienable rights.  

Globalist Sustainable Development goals are: 

 

1.  The abolition of private property, 

 

2.  The basing of world governance on public decrees; not individual rights, 

 

3.  Reduction of human population. 
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The notion that life, liberty and property are protected by government is an idea 

that is being peeled away. 

 

Looking at the big picture 

 

The ñThree Eò symbol or its philosophical equivalents have been frequently used by 

Sustainable Development advocates. The three Eôs of Sustainable Development are: 

ñEquityò, ñEconomyò and ñEnvironment.ò 

 

 

 
  

 

Equity, the first ñE,ò means to restructure human nature. Like Communism, it 

operates on a system of ñsocial justiceò that works to abolish the American concept of 

equal justice in order to pursue the globalist ideal of ñcommon good.ò Pursuit of a centrally 

determined ñcommon goodò ultimately requires a police state to suppress individual 

freedoms. 

 

Economy, the second ñE,ò relies on Fabian socialist economics. This, like Italian 

Fascism, relies on business that wants the protection of governmentôs legal force and 

government that wants the power of business. Today, this is called ñPublic/Private 

Partnershipò.  
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Sustainable Development also redefines free trade to mean centralized global trade 

ñfreelyò crossing national borders. This affects an international redistribution of American 

financial and natural resources.  

United Nations accredited Non-Governmental Organizations and other 

ñnonprofitsò are used as bridges to transform the American economy system. They work to 

destroy free enterprise and abolish private property step by step. 

Environment, the third ñE,ò is not really about ñsavingò nature. Rather it is about a 

revolutionary coup in America. It is to establish global governance and abandon the 

principles of Natural Law.  

 

Informed Sustainable Developers are committed to the abolition of private property 

and the destruction of individual liberty, equal justice and limited government.  

 

Sustainable Developers use such things as open-space preserves, conservation 

easements, scenic corridors, etc. to: 

 

¶ Transform our system of economics and justice 

 

¶ Subvert the principles of the Declaration of Independence, 

 

¶ Destroy the governing authority of the 

United States Constitution, 

 

¶ Tur n America ï indeed any sovereign nation ï into a globally governed ñhomelandò 

where human beings are treated as biological resources subject to ñhuman rightsò.  

Human rights, as defined by the United Nations, are the equivalent of ñanimal 

rightsò. This occurs when insects have more right to a habitat than the property 

owner has to the use of his land. 

 

The politically based environmental movement 

camouflages Sustainable Developers in their work to transform the American systems of 

justice, economics and government. 

 

We have been manipulated into a left/right artificial dialectic. 
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The left contributes:  

¶ The social justice movement and  

¶ environmental controls on private property  

While the right  

¶ advances Public Private Partnerships in the pursuit of a new global economic order.  

 

Both the left and the right are necessary to achieve the goals of Sustainable Development. 

Their efforts are succeeding. The end of freedom in America is within sight. We are being 

set up!  
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Sustainable Development Philosophy and Policy 

 

 
The Sustainable Development philosophy is designed to bring human beings across 

the globe under the control of human elite. Sustainable Developers have designed a global 

movement to be coordinated though a óglobal-to-local action planô.  

 

At its core, the political philosophies of todayôs contrasting models of governance 

can be illustrated by examining the principles applied to each modelôs treatment of 

property:  
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 The application of environmental law is increasingly viewed as a non arbitrary 

action in denying the use of private property. Increasingly, we are living under the legal 

philosophy of the UN Charter. 

 

The methods employed to achieve the Sustainable objectives are being funded by the 

federal government. The objectives are being achieved via a thousand points of darkness 

including:  

 

Å U.S. monetary policy, 

 

Å Tax policy, 

 

Å Water policy, 

 

Å Environmental policy, 

 

Å War policy, 
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Å Education policy, 

 

Å and Foreign policy. 

 

In Ameri ca, the globalist Sustainable 

Development movement is comprised of: 

 

Å The Democrat party leadership, 

 

Å The Republican Party leadership, (For those   interested check out the International 

Democrat Union (IDU.org). The IDU is an NGO comprised of 80 'right of center' 

political parties. It is lead by the GOP. The Organizationôs stated purpose to the 

advocate for the universal adoption of the U.N. Declaration of Human Rights, 

presumably in replacement of the U.S. Declaration of Independence!) 

 

This movement also includes: 

 

Å Communist anarchists, 

 

Å Many Libertarian anarchists, 

 

Å Greens, 

 

Å Public/private partnerships including many 

multinational corporations; local, state, and federal agencies and certain local and 

national businesses

Å Neo Conservatives, 

 

Å Liberals and Progressives 

 

Å State Capitalists, 

 

Å ñThird Wayò Fabians, 

 

Å There is something for everyone! 

 

Consensus among the political types has been declared!  Ordinary Americans will pay 

the price. 

The price of Sustainable Development is a loss of our liberty. 
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Examples of the restructure of the  

American infrastructure: 

 

Part one: Understanding the Trans-Texas Corridor in Context: Globalism, ñFree 

Tradeò and the ñSustainable Economyò 

 

The Trans-Texas Corridor is a Public/ 

Private Partnership (PPP) between the state of 

Texas and Cintra, a Spanish corporation 

 

 
 

The consequences of creating this PPP include an economic, and perhaps a military, 

Trojan horse. 

 

It will open borders and give an open landing in 

America. This colossal road will infuse political and economic Sustainable Globalism into 

and throughout America. 

 

Are Americans ready to throw their fate to the wind? 

 

The Trans-Texas Corridor is the literal pathway to economic equalization of 

nations.  

 

To meet the Economy ñEò global economic equalization objectives, the system 

requires global management of trade. This is why the European Common Market and then 

NAFTA, CAFTA and soon the Free Trade Agreement of the Americas were and are being 

implemented.  
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Global trade management requires bringing down American production and 

consequently middle class standards of living. We now see this devolution in process.    

 

American economic submission and political regionalization is designed to lead to a 

borderless world. The Trans-Texas Corridor fits this design as a step toward world 

governance.   

 

Texans need to join in the battle against the Trans Texas Corridor. Americans need 

to support them. 
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Another Example of the restructure 

of the American infrastructure: 

 

Part two: Formalizing t he Wildland Project  

The Y2Y project is a globalist design to create a Wildland corridor ultimately 

extending from the Yukon in Canada to the Yucatan in Mexico. Current legislative 

proposals have sought to begin the process by adopting a 2000 mile long and 200 to 500 

mile wide corridor extending from The Yukon to Yellowstone. 

 

 

The Y to Y is intended to become void of private property, and off limit to resource 

extraction. Like the Trans Texas Corridor the Y2Y Corridor operates to eviscerate our 

national border and with it American national sovereignty.  

Earlier this year the Washington state legislature rejected the Y2Y corridor. The 

battle is on! Four other states in the northwest face the same issue.
