The Commission on Sustainahle Development (CEDY was
created in December 1982 to ensure effective follow-up of
UMCED, to monitar and report on implementation of the
agreements atthe local, national, regional and internatianal
levels. ltwas agreed that a five year review of Earth Summit
progress would he made in 19497 by the United Nations
General Assembly meeting in special session.

The 55th General Assembly session decided in December

2000 that the CSD would senve as the central arganizing body F =
far the 2002 Warld Summit on Sustainable Development, which
will e held in Johanneshurg, South Africa.

The first example is the Y to Y (Yukon to Yellowstone)
program. Woe to those who are landowners between the
Yukon and Yellowstone. The ultimate plan is for the Y to
Y to run from Yukon to Yucatan, Mexico through
Yellowstone. The Y to Y is creating a Wildland zone along
nearly the full length of the Continent. Land with the
Wildlands designation is ultimately planned to be off limits
to ordinary people.

The second example is ICLEI. ICLEI stands for the
International Council for Local Environmental Initiatives.
ICLEI is a Non Governmental Organization (NGO) located
on every continent. It is dedicated, in its own words, to the
implementation of Sustainable Development. ICLEI
influences local jurisdictions through the use of incentives
to adopt international policies in the name of climate
change. ICLEI is a partner with local jurisdictions in
building a one-world system of governance. Bozeman,

Mi ssoul a, and Helena are dues
back to ICLEI later.

What is an NGO?

NGOs are accredited by the United Nations for the
purpose of implementing the values of the United Nations
here and around the world. There are at least 2,000
NGOs operating in the United States. They include: the



Sierra Club, the Audubon Society, the American Chamber
of Commerce, the American Farm Bureau, the American
Bar Association, the American Medical Association and so
many others!

One can begin to understand how it is that Sustainable
Development policy is in operation now in every county in
America. ICLEI alone has 600 dues-paying American
cities and counties taking their advice on how to
implement Sustainable Development.

What is Agenda 21 Sustainable Development and why
does it matter?

Agenda 21 was a blueprint unleashed by the UN at the
Earth Summit in Rio de Janeiro in 1992. 178 countries
signed on, including George Bush Sr. on behalf of the

United States.

Agenda 21 serves as the guidebook for the
implementation of Sustainable Development which, after
careful study, reveals that Sustainable Development is a
code word for World Government operating at the local
level.



How has Agenda 21 Sustainable Development Invaded
Montana and why do you need to stop it?

The most bl atant example of th
control over vast tracts of Montana land is evidenced by its
long list of UN Protected Areas that are managed by the
International Union for the Conservation of Nature (IUCN).
First accredited by the United Nations in 1946 as an
advisor of the General Assembly, the IUCN as of 1998,
had more than 880 state government agency and Non-
Governmental Organization (NGO) members in 133
countries. The mission of the IUCN is "to influence,
encourage and assist societies throughout the world to
conserve the integrity and diversity of nature and to
ensure that any use of natural resources is equitable and
ecologically sustainable."

Our own National Park Service and Environmental
Protection Agency are members of the [UCN.
